. If you had to give synonyms for the five characteristics that

Paul lists in vv. 2 and 3, what words would you choose?

. What is the connection between the unity encouraged in v. 3

and the unity described in vv. 4-6?

. How would you paraphrase Paul’s encouragement to the

Ephesians in this passage?
