4. According to v. 10, what is God doing through the Church?  How would you state this 

idea in your own words?


5. How would you restate the big idea of the Ephesians 3:7-13 in your own words?


Living It Out:


1. What is the best gift you’ve ever received?  In this passage, Paul repeats that grace is 

a “gift" from God (repeated from 2:8).  In what ways have you experienced grace as 

the greatest gift?
