3. What are the “empty words” Paul is referring to in v. 6, and how could they be 

deceitful?


4. Identify each time Paul mentions the idea of “light” in this text.  What does “light” 

have to do with the life of those who are members of Christ’s body?


5. How would you state the big idea of the Ephesians 5:3-14 in your own words?


Living It Out:


1. What does living in the darkness look like today?  What are some of the deceiving lies 

culture uses to lure us into darkness?  What does living in the light look like?


2. Describe a time where it was difficult for you to “discern what is pleasing to the Lord”.  

What was it like?
